PRECONFERENCE CHECK-IN: Wednesday, May 2, from 7:00 - 8:00 a.m. If you are also attending the Main

TAXIS charge approximately $25.00 from Logan International Airport to the Hyatt Regency Boston. Taxis are available
outside the baggage claim area.

AIRPORT SHUTTLE SERVICE from Logan International Airport to the Hyatt Regency Boston is available through
GO Boston Shuttle (formerly Ultimate Shuttle) at a cost of $14.00 per person (prices subject to change without
notice) . Shuttle buses are located outside the baggage claim area of each terminal. Look for the sign that reads “Shared
Van Pick-up.”

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION: MBTA is an inexpensive transportation alternative. At Logan International Airport
proceed to the Ground Transportation area and look for the Silver Line Bus (Route SL1 via Waterfront). The trip takes
approximately 20 minutes. The Silver Line vehicles accept the CharlieCard payment system or exact change , including
dollar bills ($2.00 on board ). Ticket vending machines that accept cash and credit cards are installed in the terminals.
Take the Silver Line Bus to South Station . From here you can either walk about 5 minutes to the hotel (exit the station,
follow Summer Street to Chauncy St. and turn left on Chauncy St. The hotel will be on your right.) Or, if you prefer, you
can ride the T (subway). After getting off the Silver Line bus, board the Red Line train In-Bound and take it to Downtown
Crossing station. Follow the exit to Chauncy St. and turn right on Chauncy St. The hotel will be on your right. For help

AMTRAK: The Hyatt Regency Boston is two blocks from South Station . For information on Amtrak’s routes and
schedules into South Station, contact Amtrak at (800) 872-7245 or visit their website at www.amtrak.com.

DRIVING DIRECTIONS TO THE HOTEL:

From Logan International Airport: Leaving the airport terminals, follow directions for the Ted Williams Tunnel. Go
through the tunnel and follow signs for Exit 25, “South Boston.” At the top of the ramp, proceed straight across onto "B” St.
Turn left onto Seaport Blvd. and cross the Evelyn Moakley Bridge. Turn left onto Purchase St. Stay in the right lane; after 3
blocks, turn right onto Summer St. Follow Summer St. to Kingston St and turn left onto Kingston. Turn right onto Bedford
St. Take the next left onto Chauncy St. then right onto Avenue de Lafayette. The Hotel main entrance will be on your right
at One Avenue De Lafayette.

PARKING is available at Hyatt Regency Boston at the following rates:
Valet parking:  $43.00 for 3 to 24 hours (includes in and out privileges).

Self-parking :  $32.00 for 12 to 24 hours (in the public garage adjacent to the Hotel)
Local open air lots can be recommended by the Concierge (617-422-5550).
